Main events in Helsinki 2026
• Lux Helsinki

• 6 – 11 January 2026 – A spectacular light art festival that illuminates public spaces across the city during
the dark winter days with creative and interactive installations. 

• Helsinki City Run

• 15 – 16 May 2026 – One of Finland’s largest running events, with marathon, half-marathon and shorter
distances ending at Olympiastadion. 

• World Village Festival

• 16 – 17 May 2026 – Free multicultural festival celebrating sustainable development, global cultures, 
workshops, music and food. 

• Helsinki City Festival

• 12 – 14 June 2026 – Big music and cultural festival at the Ice Hall area, featuring international and Finnish
artists. 

• Helsinki Day

• 12 June 2026 – City’s official birthday with free events and celebrations across public spaces.

•  22 – 28 June 2026 – One of the largest Pride festivals in the Nordics with parades, parties and 
social programs.

•  26 – 28 June 2026 – Major heavy metal music festival in Suvilahti.

•  6 – 11 July 2026 – World’s second-largest youth football tournament.

•  14 – 16 August 2026 – Internationally recognised music and arts festival at Suvilahti.

•  20 August – 6 September 2026 – The biggest multidisciplinary arts festival in the Nordic 
countries, featuring music, theatre, dance, visual arts and more.
